THE INTRODUCTORY RITES

Acts of prayer and penitence prepare us to
meet Christ as he comes in Word and Sacra-
ment. We gather in worship to celebrate our

unity with him and with one another in faith.

Mass begins with an entrance procession of
the ministers to the sanctuary, during which a
chant is sung or the Entrance Antiphon of the
day is recited.

People: Amen.
